
TSA Security Directive Affects Badging Process 
 

The newest security directive requires Security Threat Assessments (STAs) on an  
expanded population of airport badge holders as well as new mandates related to 
badging best practices and audits.  Improved verification of badge holders’ identifica-
tion and work authorization status is needed to perform a thorough STA.  Key changes:  
 
h Individuals who are RENEWING badges are now required to provide two documents 

from the list of ‘Acceptable Documents for MSP Security Badges’ as is already being 
done by new applicants. 

 
h U.S. CITIZENS BORN ABROAD, whether applying for a new badge or renewing a 

badge, must also present one of the following documents: 
 

¨ U.S. Passport 
¨ Certificate of Naturalization 
¨ Certification of Birth Abroad 

 
h In accordance with the directive, the Fingerprint and Badging Application and 

Badge Renewal/Replacement forms are being revised.  A supply of the new 
forms will be mailed next week. 

 
h In the near future, additional requirements for all Authorized Signers will include: 
 

¨ Fingerprint and STA approval (for those who don’t already have it) 
¨ SIDA training 
¨ Mandatory authorized signer training 
 

h Government employees are no longer exempt from STA’s.
